· Tickets must be paid for in one transaction, and no less than two days prior to the performance

· Tickets must be booked by the individual who completed the application for the super saver group scheme
· Tickets offered are subject to availability
· Tickets at the £16 rate cannot be exchanged to any other performances
· The theatre reserves the right to cancel the offer of any tickets at the £16 rate without notice.
